2. Total Available Funding  
College of DuPage has received $4,550,443 from the Department of Education CARES Act 
pursuant to the institution’s Certification and Agreement for the Institutional Portion of the 
Higher Education Emergency Relief Fund. 
 
 
3. Total Funding Distributed to Date 
As of July 10, 2020, $0 of the award have been expended. The amount of Emergency Financial
